Thursday: 1-2 p.m. Quartets, Mixed Quartets, Ensembles

. Music should be traditional, church music.

. Contestants will be judged on vocal quality, communication, blend
(groups), appearance, technique, and overall performance. You should
have your own accompaniment ready. A piano is available, but
soundtracks are allowed.

. Winners may be asked to sing or play for a camp service.

. Performance times will be listed on bulletin boards outside of the
Great Hall after each evening service. Be sure to check for your
performance time, as you may not have another chance to compete.

. Competition dress is the same as evening service dress.

. Winners will be awarded ribbons for 1%, 2" and 3" place.
